Telecommuting is some form of computer communication between employees’ homes and
offices. For employees whose job involve sitting at a terminal or word processor entering data or typing
reports, the location of the computer is of no consequence. If the machine can communicate over
telephone lines, when the work is completed, employees can dial the office computer and transmit the
material to their employers. A recent survey in USA Today estimates that there are about 8,7 million
telecommuters. But although the numbers are rising annually, the trend does not appear to be as
significant as predicted when Business Week published —The Portable Executivel as its cover story a
few years ago.

Octopuses are famous for their round bodies, big eyes, and eight arms. There are many different
types of octopuses, but all are alike in one way: They are masters of disguise. Octopuses can change
their appearance in less than a second to look like rocks, plants, or even other animals. How do they do
this?

An octopus can disguise itself in three ways. One is by using color. An octopus’s skin has
special cells called chromatophores. These cells are filled with yellow, brown, and red pigment. When
an octopus moves its muscles a certain way, the cells become large and produce colorful spots and other
patterns on its skin. Chromatophores can also reflect light. In blue light, for example, an octopus’s skin
will look blue. In white light, its skin will look white. With these cells, an octopus can produce many
different skin colors and patterns.

An octopus can also change its skin texture. When the octopus moves its muscles, its skin can
go from smooth to spiky. It might then look like a plant, or coral. Another way an octopus disguises
itself is by changing its shape. Some, for example, roll their bodies into balls so they look like rocks.
One type of octopus can change its form to look like pther sea creatures - especially dangerous anes,
such as sea snakes.

Why are octopuses so good at disguising themselves? They have to be. The ocean is not a safe
place for them. Because they have no bones in their bodies, octopuses are like large pieces of meat.
Many predators want to eat them - and they can eat them whole. To survive, octopuses have developed
the amazing ability to change their appearance very quickly in order to hide from predators.

In 1969, three people in a tiny spaceship made history with a trip the world will never forget.

NASA officials selected Michael Collins, Edwin "Buzz" Aldrin, and Neil Armstrong. The first manned
lunar landing mission was called Apollo 11, and their destination was the Moon. Tens of thousands of
people worked on the Apollo project to send those men to the Moon. The project, also known as the
Apollo program, took ten years of preparation. The first Apollo flight was a disaster because the
spacecraft caught fire on the ground.

Successful students often do the followings while studying. First, they have an overview before
reading. Next, they look for important information and pay greater attention to it (which often
needs jumping forward or backward to process information). They also relate important points to one
another, Also, they activate and use their prior knowledge. When they realize that their understanding
is not good, they do not wait to change strategies. Last, they can monitor understanding and take action
to correct or “fix up” mistakes in comprehension.
Conversely, students with low academic achievement often demonstrate ineffective study skills.

They tend to assume a passive role, in learning and rely on others (e.g., teachers, parents) to monitor
their studying, for example, low-achieving students often do not monitor their understanding of content;
they may not be aware of the purpose of studying: and they show little evidence of looking back, or
employing “fix-up” strategies to fix understanding problems. Students who struggle with learning new
information seem to be unaware that they must extent effort beyond simply reading the content to
understand and remember it. Children with learning disabilities do not plan and judge the quality of
their studying. Their studying may be disorganized. Students with learning problems face challenges
with personal organization as well. They often have difficulty keeping track of materials and
assignments, following directions, and completing work on time. Unlike good studiers who employ a
variety of study skills in a flexible yet purposeful manner, low-achieving students use a restricted range
of study skills. They cannot explain why good study strategies are important for learning; and they tend
to use the same, often ineffective study approach for all learning tasks, ignoring task content, structure,
or difficulty.

Have you seen a football match recently? If you have, I'm sure that you heard lots of comments
about the referee as well as about the players! Referees have a very difficult job. They have to make
quick and important decisions in the middle of a fast-moving game. And, of course, there are thousands
of people shouting at them too. The crowd is never happy when the ref sends off their favourite player.
Also, in football today there still isn’t the same technology as there is in other sports, like tennis. The
job can get even more difficult when you're a woman who is refereeing a men’s maich!

There is no reason why there should not be the same number of male and female referees in
the sport today. However, the number of female refs is still very low — particularly at the highest levels
of professional football. This is something that one woman, Pat Dunn, who died in 1999, would have
been very sad about.

Pat was the first woman in the UK to referee a men’s football match but she wasn’t allowed
to do this for a long time. Pat was a sirong supporter of women’s rights in sport and became President
of the Ladies” Football Association in 1969. Then she decided to train to be a referee. For a long time
the Football Association refused to give her a certificate although she had passed the exams.

The next month she became famous when
she refereed her first official FA game. Pat became a very good and successful referee and even saved
a footballer’s life.

Bibiana decided to become a referee at the
age of 16 and later was the first female referee in the German men's professional league. But there are
only a few like her.
